Define the two ARQ protocols of Stop-and-Wait and Go-Back-N. Explain why Stop-and-Wait is not as good as Go-Back-N.
Answer:

Stop-and-Wait is an ARQ protocol whereby the sender needs to always wait for a response from the receiver before continuing with the next transmission (or re-transmission if there was error).
Go-Back-N is another ARQ protocol whereby the sender doesn’t have to wait for response from the receiver, but can continue sending at some acceptable rate, and handles the responses as they come.
Stop-and-Wait is not as good as Go-Back-N because of the mandatory wait after every transmission by sender, while in Go-Back-N the sender doesn’t always have to wait.
